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Romans 8:10–11 - But if Christ is in you, although the body is dead because of sin, the Spirit is life  
because of righteousness.  If the Spirit of him who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, he who raised  

Christ Jesus from the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies through his Spirit who dwells in you. 
 

How often do we celebrate things in our past? Birthdays? Wedding anniversaries? This 
summer we will celebrate the formation of our nation 250 years ago. That’s worth celebrating. So are 
birthdays and anniversaries. 

 

Part of what makes those celebrations special is that while we look back, we also look ahead. 
While we celebrate another year of life or marriage, we also look forward to a new year of life. We 
anticipate future joys in our marriage. We have hope for a better year for our nation. 

 

Once again, we are approaching Easter. On Easter, we celebrate an event that happened 
about 2000 years ago, the Resurrection of our Lord. You might think that something that happened 
so long ago has little effect on us, so much time has passed. But Jesus was raised for us.  

 

Paul wrote to the Romans that if the Holy Spirit is in you, God will raise you from the dead 
just as Jesus was raised. You have the Spirit through your baptism (another past event that can and 
should be celebrated), so you also have the promise of eternal life. On Easter, we celebrate 
something that happened long ago, but we especially celebrate our eternal future. 

 

Many of the things that we celebrate will eventually be no more, but Easter never ends. Just 
as Jesus rose from the dead, so will we, and so will our children, and our children’s children. 

 

Happy Easter this year, and forever. See you in worship.
